Vineyards:

Upland Vineyard—TFarmed by the Milbrandt family in the Columbia Valley; steep south facing slope;
lacustrine silts over Ellensburg formation, high pH soil. Planted in 1993.

Jones Vineyard—Farmed by the Milbrandt family in the foothills of the Saddle Mountains; deep silt
loam with cobbles, caliche, basalt, high iron struggling vines. Planted in 1991.

Spoftord Station Vineyard—Walla Walla Valley high elevation site, Palouse silt loam. Planted in 1999.

K Vintners is where the larger-than-life Charles Smith presides. He is an innovator, marketing
genius, outspoken, you name it — but above all the man is a brilliant winemaker who knows where
all the great fruit is hidden.
